During the primary and secondary school I had been winning several contest on the national level: in mathematics, Slovenian language and literature, French, Latin, playing flute and athletics. Successfully I had finished primary and secondary music school in Ljubljana, main subject flute. With such broad area of interests it was hard to decide what to study. I decided to study medicine at the Medical faculty in Ljubljana with a rather obsolete idea of understanding the human body and the jelly substance of 3 pounds that rules it. Of course, the idea has lost its romantic vagueness by now, though my fascination with human brain has not ceased but rather depthen. I completed the study with graduate degree at Medical faculty in Ljubljana, 18.06.2002, and passed the competence exam at Ministry for Health of Republic Slovenija,  25.04.2003. In 2002/03 I started with the postgraduate studies, main subject neurology. I have completed the theoretical part and passed  the final exam so I am writing the Ph degree now,  based on neuropediatrics - neonatal encefalopathy in Slovenian children and design the guidelines for detecting it (clinical assesement). In Pediatric clinics in Ljubljana   I worked with toddlers suffering from neurological deficit and with abnormal EEG, which gave me some insight in neuropediatrics.
